In the event of a propane fire, the following procedures must be followed:

1. Close main ISC valve of tank by releasing the cable latch
connected to the ISC valve under the tank, Latch islocated
under the tank near the pump. Do not attempt if Fire is fully
engaged.

2. Push the Emergency Shut-Down (ESD) button near the tank.

In the event of a small propane leak without combustion, the following procedures are
proposed to be followed:

In Case of Propane Leak

Close main ISC valve of tank by releasing the cable latch
connected to the ISC valve under the tank.

. Check if the leak is still present after the ISC valve closes.
. Ifleak is still present try and determine the location, cause of

the leak.

If minor, inform on-site Manager or Emergency Contact to
arrange for immediate repairs.

If the leak is substantial, push the Emergency Stop Button
located near the tank to intexxupt power to the pump and
associated electrical equipment. Make a call to 9-1-1 and ask
for Fire and Police response.

. Inform on-site Manager or Emergency Contact if a major leak

has occurred and arrange for isolation of the area by placing
barriers or cones around the propane area so vehicles and
potential sources of ignition cannot get close to the tank and
the cylinder scale,

. Manager/Emergency Contact to call the Supplier and

request immediate repair service.

If the other businesses on site are operating, inform the
respective managers of the potential leak so they can take
the necessary steps to secure their operations.

Information to Provide to Emergency Responders

Once the Emergency Responders (Fire/Police Services) arrive, identify yourself as the
Emergency Coordinator for the location to any Firefighter. Provide them with the
following information:

* Nature of the Emergency (Leak, Fire under the Tank etc.)

¢ Approximate volume of residual propane fuel in the tank and
whether any small cylinders (may) be near the tank.

o If any empty small portable BBQ or other tanks are
accidentally left near the tank indicate how many and where
they are located.

* Length of time (estimate) the leak or fire was discovered
since their arrival. .

*» Identify whether all personnel and customers have been
evacuated from the premises,

* Indicate where the Fire Extinguishers are on the site and
near the propane tank, using the Fire Plan Drawing in this
booklet.

¢ If none of the Owners are on site, indicate to the Emergency

Incident Commander (IC) whether they were notified or not,
and what the Owners names are,

After providing all the relevant information to the IC, wait at the EEP and remain there
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
